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Frequently Asked Questions

· What equipment will I need for my player? 

-4U and 6U: Glove and Batting helmet are required. Suggested items are a t-ball and cleats.
-8U and 10U: Glove, Batting helmet, and rubber cleats are required. Suggest items are players own bat.

-12U: Glove, Batting helmet with facemask and rubber cleats are required. Suggest items are players own bat.

· How do we get the uniform? – When you sign up you will select the uniform size that fits your player the best (a uniform will be ordered and the coach of your team will hand out the uniforms when they come in before the season starts). 
· Does Clarksburg Baseball have insurance? – Yes, we have excess medical insurance for all participants as well as a general liability policy. Participants should have medical insurance prior to the start of participation.

 

· Who will coach my player’s team? – During the registration process coaches applications will be accepted by Clarksburg Baseball. Each applicant for a coach’s position will be interviewed and will have a background check performed. Once coaches are selected the player’s rosters will be assembled. The coaches will have the rosters before the first practice and will notify families when the practices will begin. At this time the game schedule will not be ready. We have to wait for Montgomery County and Park and Planning to issue permits for the fields that we will be using. Once we know what fields we have, a schedule will be posted. The schedules will be posted on the ClarksburgBaseball.com web site. There will also be field directions listed on the website.
· How are the players placed on a team? Clarksburg Baseball makes every reasonable effort to place players on the team of their choice, as requested in the Coach and Player Preferences sections of the registration record. Clarksburg Baseball is also committed to being fair and objective in the assignment of players to teams. In the event that the number of requests for a particular Coach and/or Player exceeds the maximum allowable team size, requesting players will be assigned to that team in order of registration, as specified by the Registration Date in the registration record, up to the maximum team size. The remaining registrants not assigned to that team will be assigned at random to another team within the same age bracket. The exceptions to this placement rule are any children of the Head Coach or Co-Coaches (up to two) seeking assignment on that team, who will be afforded top placement priority or if the child played for the time the following season they will get priority, regardless of Registration Date.
· When are practices? –All practices are determined on when the volunteer coach can practice.  Practices can take place Mon-Fri. 4U, 6U and 8U typically have one practice a week. 10U can have up to 2 days a week. 12U will have 2 days a week.
· When are the games? –4U and 6U will be once per week (Sat.) and 8U, 10U and 12U games can be twice a week (one week day and one week-end day). Players are expected to make the majority of the games and are expected to notify the coach if a player cannot make a game or will be late. 
· What happens when there is a rain out? – When there is a rain out coaches and team Moms & Dads are asked to communicate to the team families.
· Will rain outs be rescheduled? – Every attempt will be made to reschedule a game. The coaches will notify the teams as to when a rescheduled game will be played.

· Are there play offs? –4U, U and 8U will not have playoff competitions. 10U and 12U will have play offs which are scheduled after regular season games.
· Will there be any fundraising activities? – Yes, as a new organization Clarksburg Baseball, Inc. will be doing fundraising activities. We will have an e-mail list and send out information to you as it comes available. We appreciate your participation in these activities.
